Yes, we saw greening 

in Guangdong China



We even saw decline in some abandoned 

trees receiving water but no other care



But mostly we saw 

strong trees with 

dense foliage and 

heavy fruit loads 

including some as 

much as 20 years 

old.



Only about 10 % of flush 

was infested by psyllids 

and flush appeared to be 

undamaged. Psyllids were 

not specifically targeted by 

insecticide applications. 

An electric sprayer 

attached to a long hose is 

used to apply pesticides 7 

times a year, mostly 

targeted at spider mites.  

Water is pumped up hill 

into 55 gallon drums used 

make up the spray mixture.  



Bloom is stimulated by girdling.  

Micronutrients are applied on a 

regular basis.  All but the fall flush is 

suppressed by an application in April 

of 0.08% IAA in belief that the fall 

flush carries the fruit.  Flush 

suppression is probably a major 

reason why psyllid populations are 

low.
